He made his camel kneel down in the mosque, tied its foreleg and
then said, “Who among you is Mohammed?" At that time the Prophet was sitting among
us leaning on his arm. We replied, “The white man reclining on his arm.”

Bukhari vol. 1, no. 122 Mohammed is described as “a white person.”

Bukhari, vol. I, no. 141 Narrated Anas bin Malik: The Prophet never raised his hands for
any invocation except for that of Istisga and he used to raise them so much that the white-
ness of his armpits became visible.

Bukhari vol. IV, no. 744 Narrated Ismasil bin Abi Khalid: | heard Abu Juhaifa saying, “I
saw the Prophet and Al-Hasan bin Ali resembled him.” | said to Abu Juhaifa, “Describe him
(i.e. Allah’s Apostle) for me.” He said, “He was white and his beard was black with some
white hair in it. He promised to give us 13 young she-camels, but he died before we got
them.”
